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A Message from the Headteacher 

 

Another busy term has flown by.  Our largest ever Year 7 cohort have now completed their first 2 terms in 

secondary school.  Overwhelmingly they have made an excellent start.  For Year 11 students there are only 75 

school days until the start of the summer exam season.  They have just completed mock exams in Science and 

English and are in preparation for their full mocks in Term 3.  Current estimates suggest they are on trend to 

deliver strong results.  In part this is as a consequence of strong parental support, which was in evidence at the

to help your children realise their potential. 

 

One area that is holding some of our students back from realising their potential is attendance.  I have quoted 

the figures before but it is worth repeating.  90% attendance sounds OK; it is not.  It is a day off a fortnight.  Last 

year only 1 in 10 students with attendance at this rate achieved 5+ grades in English and Maths; this compares 

to 1 in 2 students with good attendance.  Attendance really matters. 

 

There have been lots of activities for our students to get involved in over the last term: our book clubs are as 

popular as ever; a wide range of sporting endeavours; trips to post 16 providers and universities; trips to the 

Houses of Parliament, to the theatre to see Macbeth; plus a wide range of musical opportunities culminating in 

our Winter Showcase.  You can read about these in this issue of the newsletter. 

 

We have now entered the final furlong of our building work and the finishing line is fast approaching.  At the 

start of term 2 we took possession of the newly renovated Science learning area, prep room and 3 new labs.  

These have transformed the quality of our teaching provision for this subject.  All that remains is for the 

completion of the renovation of the final 3 labs and the work will be complete. 

 

An 85-week building project is never easy, especially when it is in the middle of a large school!  However, the 

consideration and support of our builders EG Carter have made it manageable.  We are very grateful to them 

although we will also be very glad to bid them farewell! 

 

All that is left for me to do is to wish you and your family a very Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.

Anti -Bullying Week 2018: Choose Respect  

 

The theme for Anti-Bullying Week 2018 was to choose respect over bullying.  The school marked the week 

by holding assemblies lead by Mr Nichols (Assistant Head) and delivering anti-bullying resources through 

tutor times over the course of the week. 

Following a consultation with over 800 children and teachers and the Anti-Bullying Alliance identified that 

that a top priority for schools was showing that bullying is a behaviour choice, and that children and young 

people can set a positive example by opting to respect each other at school, in their homes and 

communities, and online.

The Resources Committee met and received an update on the accounts from the Audit 
committee and a staffing update from the Head Teacher.  The governors scrutinised the 
Critical Incident Policy following a drill that took place on the INSET training day.  
 
The Curriculum and Achievement Committee were visited by Mr Ball, who informed us of a 
study he conducted into Key Stage 3 data tracking.  It was very insightful to learn how 
baselines are established for our new year 7 students and how this informs setting.  
Governors also received an update on Year 11 Data and spot lit departments.  The 
Governors concluded their meeting by reviewing the self-evaluation and the school 
improvement plan.   
 
The Children, Family and Community Committee met and scrutinised behaviour and 
attendance.  The Governors reviewed the Safeguarding Audit and the Keeping Children Safe 
in Education Action Plan.  They scrutinised the Admissions Policy for 2020 for 
recommendation to the Full Governing Body.   
   
The Annual General Meeting and the meeting of the Full Governing Body concluded our 
work for this term.

Remember in order to complete the expedition section, students must complete all three of these activities: 

Bronze participants must also be in school on the 
Monday following the expedition. Students choosing not to attend, due to tiredness or blisters etc. jeopardise 
the school being able to run this opportunity in the future. The expedition section is generally the section the 
students find the most daunting, as it is out of their comfort zones, but they also gain the most sense of 
achievement. Students also learn a lot from the practice expedition. Many adapt what they carry, their pace 
and organisation and find the qualifying expedition easier as a result.

eDofE Activities, Evidence and Assessor Reports: 

Each activity requires an assessor. An assessor can NOT be a family member. However, to support the 

participant a family member may sign a log sheet, these have been given out to confirm what activities have 

been completed (additional copies can be found on the students DofE SharePoint via Office 365).  It is vital that 

students log on to eDofE regularly to upload evidence and track any messages from their leader. They must 

check that an activity has been approved, or it may not count towards their DofE award. 

Loading evidence can be done by visiting www.edofe.org  OR if a student has a smart phone they can do this all 

by using the mobile platform https://m.edofe.org/ from their web browser. You will not achieve your DofE 

without providing relevant evidence of the activities you have been doing. It is your responsibility to ensure this 

is kept up to date and not wait until the last minute. 

IT5 is available for support every Friday week B at lunch time.

You can take audio files, photos or video footage with your phone or camera. You can use the pages in 

the Keeping Track booklet and scan it in/photograph it, you can also upload documents or just type a short 

written update of your activity straight into eDofE 

 

Useful Note: There are many reasons for why your Award may not be approved. For example: if you've done 

the wrong activity for a section (e.g. trying to use football as a skill, it comes under physical), if contact details 

for your assessor are missing, if you did not spend enough time on a section, if you haven't got enough 

evidence, if the wrong dates are entered, if the expedition details are incorrect, etc. Just log on and check the 

correct information has been entered.
